Mr. (Don) Stevens,


I can't thank you enough for all the cards, boxes, and care packages; I have enjoyed them all and passed them to the Soldiers in the unit as well.  It's amazing how care packages increase moral in the combat outpost.   As it stands now, we are staying at the combat outpost until we get further orders to move out to another area until our redeployment in December.  We have done an amazing job in our Area of Operations.  When we first arrived into theater, we could only control about 1/3 of the area with stability.  The roads were laden with IEDs, terrorist cells were very active, and mortar rounds were a regular occurrence.  Sadly, we lost three great Americans in the course of the fight, but we have made sure that their sacrifices were not in vein.  Currently, we have complete control of our area, we have not been mortared or seen an IED in over five months, and we have transitioned from combat operations to Civil Military Operations.  With our area secure and stable, we are able to improve critical infrastructure (sewage, water, electricity, etc), establish and promote local town councils, and develop local agriculture.  We are doing all of this in conjunction with the Iraqi Army with hopes that the Iraqi Army will take control - this is our ticket out of Iraq.  I have been assigned as, in addition to my regular duties, the Squadron education representative.  This involves making visits to local school, appropriating funds, and meeting with government Ministry of Education Officials.  The time spent here has been long and being away from family makes it even harder.  With that, we only have four months remaining and spirits are high that we will make it home for Christmas as we deployed last October and have already missed one.  Thanks again for everything you do for us, we all appreciate it.  The watch you sent me is perfect and I wear it every day.  The week prior to receiving it I had busted my old one while out and could not get another one unless I would have sent away for it. It is perfect, thank you so much.
